Lower Infant School (Nursery, Reception)

In Ta’allum Infant Schools, both Standardised Assessments and Teacher Assessments provide knowledge and
understanding of a child’s overall performance. This information supports a teacher in planning and setting targets for
each child to ensure that each child makes progress in their Nursery (KG1) or Reception (KG2) class learning journey.

Standardised Assessment:

At the Start and End of Year, a standardised, child friendly, age-appropriate assessment is used to establish starting points
for each child. Each child’s progress is measured at the end of the academic year as a child completes the End of Year
standardised assessment. These assessments are performed 1:1 with a child and their class teacher. The standardised
assessment information is used daily by the child’s class teacher, to tailor the learning so that it meets the needs of the
child. This information is also used at the end of year to be passed on to the new teacher when a child transitions to the
next academic year.

Teacher Assessment:

At set dates throughout the year, teacher knowledge and understanding of a child’s development and progress, is
assessed. These are known as Checkpoints. The teacher uses their knowledge and understanding of a child, to assess them
across all seven areas of learning of the Early Years Foundation Stage, and Islamic Studies. These are as listed below:

e Communication and Language (English and Arabic).
e Personal and Social Development.

e  Physical Development.

e Mathematics.

e Lliteracy.

e  Expressive Art and Design.

e Understanding of the World.

e Islamic Studies.
